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Bucher Industries publishes 2014 sustainability report

The 2014 sustainability report that is published online today comprises key figures from the
32 most important production sites of Bucher Industries worldwide. Compared with 2013,
energy consumption at Group level fell by about 6%, despite a 4% increase in sales. This
positive trend was due to the energy-saving measures implemented and the mild winter in

Europe.

The Group collected data relevant to the key figures at the 32 most important production sites
worldwide, which account for about 80% of Group sales and more than 90% of all employees. In
the 2014 reporting year, energy consumption across the Group decreased year on year by 6%, in
spite of a 4% rise in sales. This encouraging development was based on energy-saving measures
at Kuhn Group, Bucher Municipal and Bucher Specials, as well as a mild winter in Europe. The 2%
decrease in CO, emissions at Group level was less marked than the fall in energy consumption
owing to the increase in energy requirements in countries with CO,-intensive production. The key

figures for employees showed little change.

The sustainability report and GRI index contain interesting details about sustainability projects and
activities at Group level and in the divisions. The GRI Index is published as a separate document.
